Mark 9:30-37:

The ministry in Galilee now concluded, Jesus sets out with his 
disciples on the final journey to Jerusalem. They were unable to 
understand his clear teaching about his coming suffering and death. 
This was because they could not cope with any contradiction of their 
own fixed idea of his coming earthly political glory. Small wonder that 
they were subsequently pre-occupied with arguments as to their 
hierarchical order in the kingdom. Jesus quickly used the occasion to 
underline the proper priority of service in God’s ordering of his 
kingdom. It was most certainly not linked with pride. The object 
lesson of a little child should teach us all.
